Recipe for a Wildlife Garden

A Biodiversity, Birds in Backyards and Gardens for Wildlife is a program which can be designed to encourage you, as the owner or occupier of an average or small size suburban block, to set aside a special area in your garden for locally threatened wildlife.  This can be done by providing habitat planted with locally indigenous, other Australian plants or suitable exotic species. 

Gardens for Wildlife contain:

· A tall mature tree, native to your area

· A patch of natural mulch for beetles and worms

· A clump of dense shrubs where birds can shelter

· Nectar plants for honeyeaters

· A cat-proof birdbath

· A frog-friendly pond with unpolluted water

· A warm, sheltered corner for lizards

· Daisies for butterflies

Please note: Environmental weeds are non-local plants that have a negative impact on indigenous vegetation in conservations areas.  They compete for space, nutrients, water light and pollinators.   Environmental weeds have been identified as the greatest threat to biodiversity.
